Cooperation Agreement

Party A:School of International Education, Northwest University

Party B: Assumption College Thonburi

In order to actively leverage the advantages of “Double First-Class”
construction universities in disciplines and talent cultivation, promote the
exchange and mutual learning of talent cultivation between China and the
international community, strengthen the in-depth cooperation between
Chinese universities and overseas educational and cultural institutions,
and establish a long-term friendly cooperation mechanism to build a
platform for the selection, delivery, and cultivation of international
students, both parties have reached the following agreement on the
establishment of the “Northwest University Overseas Student Source
Base” through friendly consultation:

I. Party A shall establish Party B as an “Overseas Student
Source Base”, and Party B shall establish Party A as a training base
for international students. Both parties shall jointly build their
respective bases based on the principles of voluntary and mutual

benefit.



II. Responsibilities of Party A:

1. Provide timely promotional materials according to Party B’s needs,
actively organize promotional personnel to provide consulting services
for students of Party B and its affiliated schools, and scientifically guide
students in choosing majors;

2. After Party B recommends students, complete the material review
and feedback on admission results in a timely manner, and send
admission notices and other documents as soon as possible after
admission.

I1I. Responsibilities of Party B:

1. Provide convenience and support for Party A’s promotional work,
promote Northwest University through various forms, publish
promotional brochures and other promotional materials, and provide
conditions for Party A to conduct recruitment seminars for international
students in Party B;

2. Provide appropriate consulting services for students, and provide
Party A with lists of outstanding students and recommendations;

3. Deliver high-quality students to Party A, actively encourage and
motivate outstanding students to apply for Party A’s academic programs.

IV. Cooperation Period:

This agreement shall come into effect from the date of signing by



both parties’ representatives and shall be valid for three years.

If neither party raises objections, it will be automatically renewed upon
expiration. If either party wishes to terminate the agreement or make
amendments, it must notify the other party in writing three months in

advance. This agreement is in duplicate, with each party holding one

copy.
